Alabama Division Professional Education & Student Conference
(PESC)

Travel Award

An award of $25 each is presented to both the professional and student chapter that has
the most mileage to the PESC. It is figured by multiplying the number of members
attending times the mileage to the location of the PESC.

Alabama Division Annual Meeting
(Awards presented at banquet)

Awesome Auction Award

The chapter that has the most tickets for their auction item in their bucket will receive
10% of the total amount of money raised from the Awesome Auction.

Honor Roll — Member Professional Development Award for all Division Chapters

The Honor Roll is a list of the Professional Development winners from each chapter.
Winners are determined by the individual who has the most accumulated points for that
chapter. Each chapter must submit the Individual Chapter Member Professional
Development form before the deadline. Each chapter winner will receive a copy of the
Honor Roll listed on a “scroll’ type paper. If the Chapter winner is not in attendance, a
representative from that chapter will accept. (The Professional Development Director
prepares and presents this award at the banquet.)

Chapter Excellence in Professional Development (Chapter with 21 or more members)
Chapter Excellence in Professional Development (Chapter with 20 or fewer members)

This award is presented to the Alabama Division Chapter that has completed and returned
the Professional Development Award for a Chapter form before the deadline. The award

is based on average points per member. One is given for each category by the Alabama
Division President.

Division Member with Greatest Professional Development
This award is presented to the individual member of the Alabama Division that has
completed and returned the Professional Development Award form for a member before

the deadline. The award is given to the individual member with the most accumulated
points. Only one is given by the Alabama Division President.
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Chapter Excellence in Membership (Chapter with 21 or more members)
Chapter Excellence in Membership (Chapter with 20 or more members)

This award is presented to the chapter with the greatest percent increase in membership.
The membership figures from International as of April 30 are used to compare yearly
totals. One is given in each category by the Alabama Division President.

Chapter Excellence in Attendance (Chapter with 21 or more members)
Chapter Excellence in Attendance (Chapter with 20 or fewer members)

This award is presented to the chapter with the highest percentage of members attending
the Division Annual Meeting, Division PESC, and has at leave two (2) representatives
attending Leadership Advance.

The percentages for Division Annual Meeting and PESC will be computed by the total
number of members registered compared to the membership figures from International as
of April 30. Only one is given in each category by the Alabama Division President.

Chapter Excellence in Certification (Chapter with 21 or more members)
Chapter Excellence in Certification (Chapter with 20 or fewer members)

This award is presented to the chapter that has the highest combined total from the
following:

1. the largest percentage of new CPS/CAP holders for the year compared to membership
figures from International as of April 30;

2. chapter sponsored review classes (not a study group, but formal classes with
agenda/syllabus and instructors) and/or a structured recertification workshop.

Only one award is given in each category by the Alabama Division President.
Chapter Website Excellence Award

Only chapters with their own website address (not just a page on the Division Website)
are eligible. The award is based on a quarterly review of the websites by an independent
panel of judges during the IAAP fiscal year. Criteria for the award is available on the
Division Website. Only one award is given by the Alabama Division President.

Chapter of the Year

This award is presented to the Alabama Division Chapter that has completed and returned
the Chapter of the Year form, with documentation, before the deadline. The award is
given to the chapter with the most accumulated points. Only one overall is given by the
Alabama Division President. The Award is an IAAP Banner noting ‘Chapter of the
Year’ and it is passed to the winning Chapter from year to year.
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
